About the procedure

e Implant surgery is an outpatient procedure that usually takes about an hour. While under anesthesia, the surgeon
makes a small incision at the base of the penis or in the scrotum and inserts the implant. Most men have minimal
discomfort during the healing process, can return to their normal activities after a week, and are able to resume
intercourse after 6 weeks.
